It tells a powerful story about healing, belonging and shared 
responsibility. 

The painting shows how the past, present and future come together 
to support children and young people. 

At the heart of the painting, handprints rise from the earth, 
surrounded by Elders and children. The handprints are linked by four 
threads – family, culture, connection and care – the foundations of 
strong, supportive communities. 

They remind us that no child walks alone, and as we walk with them, 
we learn and grow too.

The sun shines with love, hope, 
and the steady warmth that nurtures 
and surrounds our young people.

The turtle, ancient and wise, 
embodies resilience, nurturing 
and protection and reminds us 
that healing is a sacred, steady 
journey.

As spiritual messengers,  
kookaburras carry joy,  
guidance, and connection  
to Country – reflecting the  
strength of laughter and  
community in nurturing  
our children.

The yarning circle 
represents our RAP 
Working Group and 

dedicated staff – 
symbolising the support, 
knowledge, and collective 
strength guiding children 

forward.

Handprints rise from  
the earth, encircled  

by Elders and children 
 – symbolising the sacred  

bond between knowledge  
and innocence. Four threads  

connect them, representing family, culture, 
connection and care – reminding us no young 

person walks alone.

The dolphin, playful and 
intelligent, symbolises gentle 

guidance - safely leading 
young people through life’s 

unpredictable waters.

Firm and steady, the mountains 
represent strength and a place of 

grounding and stability. At the heart  
lies the yarning place – where stories 

are shared, voices heard,  
and healing begins.
